




Pet Instructions
Take the two pieces of putty out of the egg and knead them separately.  
-Knead the green putty first.  Flatten it into a circle and fit it into the tin.  Next knead and flatten the beige putty into a circle and fit it into the tin directly over the green putty.  Be sure to use all of the putty.
Create a patty within the tin.
-Adjust and mold the putty so that it is circular in shape at the top and securely in the tin (it does not need to be perfectly flat or filled in). Be sure not to take any of the putty out of the tin.
Take the paw of the animal being printed and press the putty into the paw.
-Hold the tin and the animal’s paw and press the tin into the paw (do not press the paw into the putty – that tends not to work as well).  Generally, the edges of the putty should not spill over the edge of the tin.  Please note that you do not want to dig into the putty and hit the base of the tin.  Press down no more than 50% of the tool’s depth.

Clearly identify the paw print by placing the name of the pet on the tin.  
-If for any reason you are not pleased with the imprint, it is important to note the putty is re-useable.  Simply go back to Step II and remold the putty.  
Place the tin with the imprinted putty inside back in the enclosed envelope and mail out via Priority mail.  Please try and secure the tin so the impression is safe.
-Please note that if you are ordering multiple pieces you will need to make multiple impressions.  Each impression (one impression per tin) yields only one paw print.  Womily does not store or archive these impressions as they are immediately consumed in the process.
